Wizards

Addins

echo isa server tool that allows you to replicate design changes from a source
(WSS site or SPS area) to a single or multiple destinations both on the local
machine and remotely (server to server).

Echo performsits replication tasks through 5 wizards. These are:

Sitewizard
Thiswizard allows you to replicate WSS site settings, security, aerts and
regional settings from a source WSS site to a number of destinations.
List wizard
This wizard supports both WSS sites and SPS areas.

Web part wizard
Thiswizard allows you to replicate web parts from aweb part page in aWSS
site or SPS area to a number of destinations.

M etadata wizard

Thiswizard allows you to search and replace valuesin lists. For example you
can replace al itemsin the destination lists that have the value of “Draft” in
the column “ Status” with the value “ Final”

Front page wizard

Thiswizard allows you to replicate changes made to web part pagesin WSS
sites through Frontpage. This includes navigation links, navigation nodes,
themes, web parts, HTML elements and web par zones.

echo allows you to enable functionality through its addins. An addinisa
special license file that allows you to access more powerful featuresin the
product. These are:

Enhanced automation addin (batching and scheduling).
Remote agent addin (remote web service).

Content Loader addin.
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Batching and scheduling

Batching is a powerful feature that allows you to execute multiple tasks either
immediately or at alater time through Windows Scheduler.

The echo wizards alow you to create individual tasks, save them for later
execution, create a batch from the saved tasks and also schedule a batch for
unattended execution.

Remote replication

echo 2 for SharePoint now alows you to replicate changes from one physical
server to another through the “ Enhanced automation addin” and the “remote
echo agent addin”. The remote replication is particularly useful for these
scenarios:

1. Structured change management - That isto replicate changes from
and to different environments such as development to staging and
then to production

2. Federated environments - These are environments where head
office pushes changes to branch or divisional servers. Echois used to
replicate from head office to branches while keeping a consistent
portal look and feel.

Echo content loader

Trial version

echo2 now bundles an extra addin called the content |oader. This addin allows
you to upload documents including metadata values to multiple document
libraries and from multiple sources at once.

Y ou can register for atrial version from the Winapp Technology web site,
download a copy of echo and start evaluating its functionality in your own
environment.

Thetria version gives you access to all functionality in echo to a maximum of
50 updates for each wizard and 50 document uploads for the content loader.

1. Logged in to the server with Administrator access.

2. Have read/write access to the SQL server where the content and

configuration databases are stored (single machine or farm).

Y ou must have Sharepoint Portal Server installed on the target machine for
echo for Sharepoint. Windows Sharepoint Services must be installed for
echo for WSS.

Y ou must have at least one Portal or WSS Site created in the target
machine.
Installing the software

Log on to the Sharepoint Portal Server/WSS server with an account that
has administrator rights.

Run the Echo.msi package and install the software by following the
prompts.

Uninstalling echo

If you need to uninstall echo, follow these steps

1. Open‘Add or Remove Programs’ in the Windows control panel.

2. Select *echo for Sharepoint’ from the list of installed programs.
3. Select the Remove option.

Reinstalling or upgrading echo

If you need to reinstall echo or upgrade to a new version you must first
uninstall previous installations of echo.
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Starting and configuring echo

When you start echo for the first time you will be asked for Registration and
Activation details. Please follow these steps.

1. Whenyou first start echo you will be asked for your name, company,
registration key (emailed to you from Winapp Technology) and email
address. Fill out these fields.

Depending on which version of echo for Sharepoint and echo for WSS you are
running, certain features may be disabled.

Y ou can purchase extra features, called *echo addins’, by contacting
sales@winapptechnology.com .

Once you purchase the feature, you will receive an echo licensefile (.elf)
containing the license information for the addin. This .€lf file needsto be
imported via the echo addin screen to enable the extra feature.

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Maintaining Sites

This section explains how to use the Site/Web wizard within echo for
SharePoint.

The“Maintain Sites’ option istypically used to replicate settings from one
SharePoint site to a number of destinations. These updates include:

Site Settings (Manage anonymous access, Manage access requests,
permissions inheritance, Site Theme).

Users, Groups and Permissions (Manage users, manage site groups,
manage cross-site groups).
Regional Settings (Locale, Sort order, Time zone, Time format).

Alerts (includes all site-wide derts).

Prerequisites

1. A template/model site that contains al the settings, permissions and alerts
aready configured. This site will be referred to as the ‘ Source template’.

2. Backup the portal before making bulk changes using this software tool.
3. You must have Administrator privileges on the “source template” site.

General process
1. Browseto the‘Source Template’ sitein Internet Explorer.
2. Click onthe‘Site Settings' link at the top of the page.

3. Make changesto the template for example apply a different theme, change
the regional settings, change site permissions, add or remove users.

4. Start echo and follow the “Updating Webs® instructions below.

Advanced Options

The site wizard allows you to specify advanced options when replicating site
security and alerts.

Permissions/Security options
There are two methods of replicating security settings.

Exact security replication
The security configuration from the source site is mirrored to the destination
site. Thisincludes:

Replicating the cross site groups and members from the source to the
destination site. The existing cross site group members are deleted.

Replicating all site groups and site group members from the source to
the destination. The existing site group members are deleted.

Any cross site groups that are not in the source are also deleted in the
destination.
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Synchronize site collection members
Selecting this option will also synchronize the site collection users from the
source to the destination sites.

Merged security replication

In this method the destination security is preserved and the source
permissions, users, site groups and cross site groups are added to the
destination. Thisincludes:

Creating new users in the destination site
Creating new site groups and cross site groups

Appending members to destination site groups and cross site groups
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Alerts options
Alertsfor lists that exist both in the source and the destination are replicated.

NOTE: echo replicates list alerts, not list item aerts.
There are two methods for replicating alerts: Exact and merged.

Exact alert replication

All alerts for usersthat exist in the destination site are replicated
across.

If auser has alertsin the destination site, they will be deleted before
replicating the new alerts to the destination.

Merged alert replication

All alertsfor usersthat exist in the destination site are appended to
the destination site.

No alerts are removed from the destination site, they are appended.
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Selecting Destination Sites

Each wizard has a section for selecting the destination sites where updates will
be applied. The options are:

a. Selected sites— one or multiple destinations.
b. Single Site—only one destination.

c. Selected Sites (viaan Excel or CSV control file) —one or multiple
destinations.

Selected Sites

1. Choose this option if you need to update a selection of sites. These can be
selected from different site collections.

2. Usethe Portal Browser tree to select the destination sites on which you
wish the action to be performed,
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Selecting Destination Sites

1. If you need to only select the children nodes, then right click on the parent
and select ‘Deselect Node'. To add it back to the selection, right click and
select ‘ Select Node'.

2. Once you have made your selection, click OK.

Saving a control file

Once you have made your destination site selection you can saveit to a
control file. The saved file can be used in the control file selection later in this
section.

1. Click onthe ‘Save Selection’ button.
2. Supply afile name and then click OK.

Single Site
1. Choose this option if you need to update a single site.

2. Click onthe portal browser button [...] and then select the site from the
tree.

3. Usethe Portal Browser tree to select the destination site on which you
wish the action to be performed
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Viaacontrol file

This option is useful when you have to repeatedly perform operations over the
same sites. Instead of having to repeat a selection in the Portal Browser dialog,
you can reload previous selections.

Note: Choose this option if you need to update a selection of sites that have
been stored in aCSV file or Microsoft Excel spreadsheet. The Control file

must have a single column named URL containing the URL of each site to be
updated.

1. Click onthefile browser button (folder), locate your control file.
2. Select the Worksheet where the URL s are stored in your control file.
3. Select ‘View Contents' to view the URLsthat will be updated.
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Maintaining Lists

This chapter explains how to use the List wizard within echo for Sharepoint. It
allows users to add, update and remove lists.

The‘Maintain Lists’ wizard is typically used to replicate settings from one
Sharepoint list (including document and form libraries) to another, including:

General settings— Including quick launch bar, document versions,
approval routing, document template, attachment and item-level
permission settings.

Advanced settings— Including email and event handler settings.

List permissions—including permission masks, custom permissions,
permissions for AD users, AD groups, Cross site groups and site
groups.

Fields and views.

List items— replicates the items within alist to another (not
applicable to document and form libraries).

Prerequisites

. You need to have atemplate/model list that contains all the settings,

permissions, fields and views aready configured. Thislist will be referred
asthe‘ Source List Template'.

. Backup the portal before making bulk changes using thistool.

General process

1. Navigate to your ‘ Source Template' site.
2. Go to your source document library or SharePoint List and click on

"Modify Columns and settings'.

. Make changes to the source document library or SharePoint list, for

example:

Add anew column, change the value of one of the drop down choice
columns, and delete afield.

Add anew field to aview, reorder the fields within aview, delete a
field from a view, change the view style, change the grouping, change
the item limit, etc.

Change the permissions on the list.

Enable versioning, enable approval routing, enable event sinks, etc.

4. Start echo and go through the Updating lists instructions below.
5. Check the results in the destination sites once echo finishes the updates.

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Advanced Options

The site wizard allows you to specify advanced options when replicating lists,
these include: General settings, List permissions, List alerts, Document
template and Item data.

General Settings

This tab allows you to change the destination list name. For example, you can
replicate from alist or document library named “ Shared documents’ to
another list or document library called “ Secure documents’ in the destination
site.

List Permissions options
There are two methods for security replication: Exact and Merged

Exact permissions replication

The permissions for the source list/document library are replicated exactly to
the destination list.
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If there are users which have permissions on the destination list but not on the
source list, then they will be removed from the destination list permissions.

Merged security replication
The destination list permissions are preserved and the source list permissions
are appended.

Alerts options

Alertsfor lists that exist both in the source and the destination are replicated.
echo replicateslist derts, not list item alerts.

There are two methods for replicating alerts: Exact and M er ged.
Exact alerts

All alerts for usersthat exist in the destination site are replicated
across.

If auser has alertsin the destination site, they will be deleted before
replicating the new alerts to the destination.

Merged alerts
All alerts for usersthat exist in the destination site are appended to
the destination site.

No alerts are removed from the destination site, they are appended.

Document Template options

This option allows you to replicate the default document library template and
the corresponding template file.

NOTE: Thisisonly available for loca replication.
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List ltem Data options
This option alows the user to replicate list items from the source to the
destination.

Y ou can choose to remove al the existing items in the destination or to
append the source items to the destination.

NOTE: Thisoption is only available for lists (not document library or image
libraries) and for local replication only.
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Maintaining Web Parts

This chapter explains how to use the Web Part wizard within echo for
Sharepoint. It allows users to add/update or remove web parts from web part

The ‘Maintain web parts wizard istypically used for replicating web parts
from one web part page to another or remove existing web parts from existing
web part pages, including

Custom web parts— These are 3" party web parts so long as the web
part isinstalled in the Global assembly cache (GAC) and not the bin
directory.

Listview web parts—these are web parts that are based on a
Sharepoint list such as Shared Documents, events, links, tasks, issues,
etc.

Dataview web parts— These are web parts created via Front Page
that connect to different data sources including databases, XML, web
services and Sharepoint Lists.

Connected web parts—in this case both the provider and the
consumer need to be replicated in 2 different tasks.

Web part definition file (dwp) — these are files that contain the
definition of how aweb part should be rendered on the web part page.

Prerequisites

. You need to have atemplate/model web part page with the web parts that

you need to deploy/update to other destinations, including properties and
web part connections.

. Backup the portal before making bulk changes using this software tool.
3. You must have administrative privileges on the ‘ source template’ site.

General process

1. Navigate to your ‘ source template’ sitein Internet Explorer.
2. Click on‘Modify Shared Page’, select Design Page.
3. Make changesto the web part page, for example:

Add anew web part to the page.
Change the properties of an existing web part.

. Start echo and go through the ' Adding and Updating Web Parts

instructions below.

. Check the results in the destination sites once echo finishes the updates.
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Adding/Updating Web Parts

Start the Web Part Wizard
1. From the menu select Task > New Task > Maintain Web Parts.
2. Inthewizard, select the option Add/Replace Web Part.
3. Click Next.

Either Select a web part template definition

1. If you have aweb part definition file select the option * From File System’
(.dwp).
2. Browseto the dwp filein your file system.
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3. Click Next.

Or Select an existing web part

1. If you want to deploy aweb part from one that is aready deployed and
configured in aweb part page, select An Existing Web Part Template.

2. Select atemplate site using the portal browser.
3. Select aweb part template page from the drop down list.
4. Select aweb part from the drop down.
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5. You can view the connections to other web parts by clicking the * Show
connections’ button.

* Web part connections are only supported viathis option and not with
DWP's.

** |f you need to replicate custom web parts, make sure that they are
registered in the web.config and in the Globa Assembly Cache (GAC).
Simply installing the web part in the /bin directory will not work.

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Maintaining Metadata

This chapter explains how to use the Metadata wizard within Echo for
Sharepoint. It allows users to update existing metadatain lists.

Typically you would use the metadata wizard to:

Update existing document (item) metadata values within a Sharepoint
list or library.

Clean up existing document (item) metadata values within a
Sharepoint list or library.

For example if you have changed a drop down choice value in your document
libraries. However, this only modifies the list definition and not the metadata
associated with each of the documentsin the library. So, if you need to change
all the documents with metadata value “Budget” to “Budgets’ then you need
to run the metadata wizard to replace them.

Prerequisites
1. You need to have atemplate/model list with the fields that need to be
updated.

2. All liststo be updated must be created from this list template. The
destination lists must have the same field definitions as the source list
template.

3. Backup the portal before making bulk changes using this software tool.
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Updating Metadata values

Start the Metadata Wizard

From the menu select ‘ Task > New Task >Maintain M etadata’.
Select the source template site.

Select the source list template from the drop down.

Click Next.

Select Fields and new values
1. Select the field that you want to update from the drop down.
2. Select the old value from the drop down or typeit.
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3. Typethe valueto be replaced.
4. Click Next.
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Select the destination site(s)
1. Refer to section ‘ Selecting Destination Sites'.

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Maintaining FrontPage Customizations

This chapter explains how to use the FrontPage Customizations wizard within
Echo for Sharepoint.

Typically you would use the FrontPage Customizations wizard to replicate
changes made to aweb part page via Front Page. These changes include:

Page layout modifications (tables, rows, cells, divs, spans, etc).
Page elements (images, themes, etc).

Adding web part zones.

Modifying web part zones, such as the direction of the zone.
Adding web parts outside web part zones.

Adding, removing or modifying links to link bars (top navigation and
quick launch bars)

Changes are only replicated from wss sites to wss sites.

Prerequisites

1. You need to have atemplate/model web part page with the changes that
need to be replicated.
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Replicating FrontPage customizations

Start the Metadata Wizard

1. From the menu select ‘' Task > New Task > Maintain FrontPage
customizations'.

2. Select the source template site.
3. Select the source list template from the drop down.
4. Click Next.

Select the destination site(s)
1. Refer to section ‘ Selecting Destination Sites'.
2. Once you have made your destination site selection, click Next.

Set thereplication options

1. By default al Navigation Links (top and quick launch navigation controls)
and Page contents such as Web part zones, HTML tables, link bars,
| Frames and other layout elements are copied across to the destination
Sites.

2. By default, web parts are copied across to the destination sites. echo
removes the existing web parts from all zones and adds the ones specified
in the source template.

3. Optionally, you can choose not to replicate the web parts from the source
template. This means that the web parts in the destination site will remain
asthey are.

NOTE: echo requires that each web part zone Id in the destination site match
aweb part zoneid in the source template.

echo for SharePoint and echo for WSS offer 3 powerful features:
Tasks
Batches
Scheduling

Tasks

Tasks are individual actionsthat correspond to each of the wizards.

These tasks are persisted to physical task files (.tsk), which can be modified,
included in a batch and/or executed at alater time.

Creating tasks

Tasks are created inside each of the wizards. The process is the same for each
wizard.

1. Start either of the wizards. For example select Task > New Task >
Maintain Sites.
2. Set the optionsfor this particular task.

3. Inthe confirmation screen, select the option Save astask fileinstead of
runningit.

4. Click Finish.
5. Select alocation for saving the tasks file (.tsk).
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Modifying tasks
1. Select'Task > Open Task’.

2. Browseto the directory where you previously saved your echo task file
(.tsk) and click OK.

3. echo loads the appropriate wizard with the saved options.

4. Change the appropriate options to suit your new task and click Next until
you arrive at the Confirmation step.

Running batches

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Copying batches manually

If you do not have the Enhanced Automation addin installed and you want to
execute a batch that you have created on your local server on a physically
different server, then you will need to:

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Remote execution

echo2 for SharePoint now allows execution of tasks locally and remotely. This
featureis generally used for:

Structured change management - That is to replicate changes from and to
different environments such as development to staging and then to production

Federated deployments - That is to replicate from head office to branches
while kegping the portal look and feel consistent.

To implement this capability you need to:

To run tasks or batches on remote servers, create atask or batch (or open an
existing task or batch), follow the wizard prompts and then select the remote
servers that you configured above as the destination at the appropriate step.

NOTE: IF you are replicating portal area elements (document libraries or,
web parts) then you will need to manually apply these changes on the remote
server to the template before running a batch or task remotely and use the
option “ Use remote source site content for the replication” .

Content Loader

echo version 2 now includes an addin to allow you to load your portal with
documents or update metadata for existing documents in your document
libraries.

Control Hles

The content loader utilizes “control files” that specify the source, destination
and meta data values of the documents that you want to upload or update.

Y ou can create a control file viathe content loader or manually with a text
editor or Microsoft Excel.

Creating a control file template using the Content L oader

Start the content loader (Utilties > Content L oader).

Select the toolbar button Cr eate template file from document library.
Select the virtual server.

Select the portal area or wss site from the portal browser.

Select the document library from the drop down control.

Click OK.

Would set the field/column to both Marketing and Engineering
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Uploading documents
To upload documents into your WSS or Sharepoint portal, follow these steps:

Open acontrol file

click on the Open File button from the toolbar
Select either csv or xIsfrom the filter

Select a control file from your file system
Click Open
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Upload thefiles
1. Click onthe Run Import button from the toolbar
2. Onthe wizard select the action (upload or apply metadata only)

3. Select the source type (File system or Sharepoint)
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4. Set the destination options when the file already existsin the destination
library. Skip, upload as a new version or remove al versions before
uploading file.

5. Select the metadata options. When you specify the Created By or the
Modified by fields.
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6. Confirm the options.

7. Click Finish. At this stage the Content Loader uploads and updates the
metadata and shows the status as each file is processed.
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Updating existing document metadata

The other main function of the content loader is to update existing document
metadata in bulk.

The control file contains the DestinationURL and filename fields, thisis how
the existing document is identified inside the Sharepoint document libraries.
The values in the Meta columns are then applied to the existing item.
